	5.  Learning Context

	A.  The Learners
(i) What prior experiences, knowledge and skills do the learners bring with them to this learning experience?
· this is a continuation of yesterday’s lesson
· we’ve been working on persuasive writing for a week
(ii) How will I differentiate the instruction (content, process and/or product) to ensure the inclusion of all learners? (Must include where applicable accommodations and/or modifications for learners identified as exceptional.)
· E might need prompting of how to get her ideas written down
· Strong writers are partnered with weaker writers so that they can see how ideas can transfer into writing

· Aural and written instruction will be provided, i.e. I will write down what I am saying when modeling a paragraph

	6. Teaching/Learning Strategies



	INTRODUCTION

How will I engage the learners? (e.g., motivational strategy, hook, activation of learners’ prior knowledge, activities, procedures, compelling  problem) (5 minutes)
· I will start by reading some more of the students’ examples from yesterday’s paragraphs
· I will bring attention to students that used some of the persuasive phrases from their reference sheets
· I will point out good descriptive words
MIDDLE:  

Teaching:  How does the lesson develop? 

How we teach new concepts, processes (e.g., gradual release of responsibility - modeled, shared, and guided instruction). (10 minutes)
· I will go back to the organizer I have modeled on the whiteboard to show that paragraphs are one idea only
· I will then go to the paragraph I have modeled on the other whiteboard and mention how I am sticking to one idea

Consolidation and/or Recapitulation Process:  How will I bring all the important ideas from the learning experiences together for/with the students? How will I check for understanding? (5 minutes)
· The consolidation will happen after the application

· I will read a good persuasive paragraph and will ask students what aspects they thought made it good, and what they think might make it better

· I will do this with another paragraph that might not be as strong
Application:  What will learners do to demonstrate their learning? (Moving from guided, scaffolded practice, and gradual release of responsibility.) (18 minutes)
· students will be given a choice of what they want to write for their persuasive paragraph
· students will work in pairs writing persuasive paragraphs
CONCLUSION: How will I conclude the lesson? (2 minutes)
· students will be asked to hand in their paragraphs
· when the bell rings they will go to lunch



	7. My Reflections on the Lesson 

	What do I need to do to become more effective as a teacher in supporting student learning? 

· when teaching the persuasive writing my AT modeled the arguing with the student part and was much more dramatic than me
· also she argued made up points on the spot very well, I’m not sure I’m able to do this so for me it might work better if I spent time at home and wrote a well-written paragraph, or if I wrote out an imaginary argument (say I was trying to convince my mom to get me a dog) and then model the aural argument based on points I had pre-prepared

· when she wrote her paragraph on the board she first wrote what the main argument of that one paragraph would be

· before writing she reminded the students by asking them how many ideas were in a paragraph (one) and mentioning that some of the examples from yesterday had many ideas in one paragraph and you need to stick with one main point and everything should relate to that main point (which she wrote on the board)
· she set an expectation of 5 sentences for each paragraph, I had set an expectation of 3 sentences, hers was better
· she asked them questions like “What’s this going to look like? What’s this going to sound like?” helps them paint a picture with their paragraphs
· I was using words like tell me a story, but saying things like “what does this look like” makes it a bit more concrete for the kids, giving them prompts
· When the paragraphs are being read aloud she had them exaggerate the emotions and particularly the persuasive phrases from their anchor sheet
· Next class is going to be an individual paragraph persuading my AT to start an extra-curricular club after school, and she gave them an incentive that if there was a really strong argument she might not start a club but might take a period to do whatever it is (take a period to play dodge ball for example)
